Jack Leach
Jack Leach has been a doctor since 1981. He trained in general practice, public health medicine as well as substance misuse. He is the lead doctor for Smithfield Services in Manchester (drug and alcohol rehabilitation) and for the ARCH Initiatives charity (http://archinitiatives.com/) in Merseyside.  He is a General Practitioner at the Sullivan way surgery. Since 2009 he has been the Royal College of General Practitioners joint lead for developing training in alcohol problems for general practitioners and primary care

Rowdy Yates
Rowdy Yates is Senior Research Fellow and facilitator of the Scottish Addiction Studies group in the University of Stirling. He has worked in the drugs field for almost forty years and, prior to this appointment, he was the director and co-founder of the Lifeline Project; one of the longest established drug specialist services in the UK. He has published widely on addiction issues; including an edited book (with Barbara Rawlings) on drug-free therapeutic communities; a handbook on the purchasing and management of drug and alcohol services; and an edited collection (with Margaret Malloch) on recovery and ways out of addiction. He is currently editing a book recalling the lives and legacy of a group of European pioneers of the therapeutic community movement. In 1994 he was awarded the MBE for services to the prevention of drug addiction.  He is the current director of EWODOR (the European Working Group on Drugs Oriented Research), Vice-President (Teaching & Research) of the EFTC (European Federation of Therapeutic Communities) and former Chair, Addiction Reference Group, Royal College of Psychiatrists (Community of Communities Project).  He is active in the governance/management of a number of UK and Scottish recovery-oriented organisations and is a member of the Scottish Drug Strategy Delivery Commission (http://www.dass.stir.ac.uk/staff/Mr-Rowdy-Yates/62)

The network run in conjunction with the Institute of Health Sciences, this interdisciplinary network, founded in 2009, consists of more 40 members across the University of Manchester and from local NHS partner trusts, councils and the voluntary sector who are interested to research relating to the addictions. In this context, addictions include dependence on one or more drugs (licit or illicit) or alcohol.  It aims to:
· Bring together researchers and policy leads in the areas of addictions, primarily drug/alcohol, but also other addictive behaviour (e.g. gambling), in order to share research interests, expertise and ideas.

· Foster links with local practitioner partners and particularly to develop links with NHS, Public Health, Social Care and Criminal Justice, statutory and voluntary (third) sector partners.

· Encourage interdisciplinary collaborative working, including epidemiology, mental health, psychology, public health, criminology, social policy, bio-health informatics, statistics and health economics. 

· Communicate with leading researchers both nationally and internationally.

· Develop partnerships with relevant national bodies, such as the NHS, Home Office and Public Health England, to ensure the policy and practical outputs of research and development outputs.

· The Network organises workshops and seminars to encourage interdisciplary discussion of the issues and give delegates opportunities to discussion research project and other collaboration.
