Who is eligible to apply?

The scholarships are intended to support Nigerian citizens, who would not otherwise be able to study for a UK qualification. Applicants should: 

· Be a citizen of Nigeria and have not previously studied abroad, or undertaken a UK distance learning course.

· Have at least 2 years work experience in Nigeria within the health care sector.  

· Have a clear idea how studying the MPH would benefit their country.

· Hold a first or 2.1 undergraduate degree classification in a relevant subject (students with unclassified degrees e.g. medicine will need to provide transcripts) 
· Satisfy the MPH English language requirements (see website: “Course details” > “Entry requirements”)
· Have regular access to a PC and the internet, as well as experience using word processing packages and a valid and regularly used e-mail address. This is essential. If you are unsure about these, please visit

· Be under 45 years of age at the time of application.
